Fundraising

· has to fundraise at least £1500 (including teachers!)

Try to offer a service or goods which people will appreciate rather than sponsored activities.  This is really important as you are asking for money for your trip!
It is acceptable to raise some of your funds through paid employment.
Do not suggest that money is for charity until you reach your last £200 which will be for Linda’s Fund.
Your fundraising schedule needs to take account of your prelims and SQA exams.
A short report of each fundraising activity and a photo should be emailed to Mrs. Mackintosh once it has been completed.
